Attendance: 
 MANDATORY ï no medical appointments, family babysitting, family in town, donôt ñfeel goodò etc. Remember that other team members have driven 
great distances and paid money for each practice. One person missing means that an entire group of girls is unable to practice their stunts and that 
is extremely frustrating, especially when we only practice a few times a week. If a girl has a fever or is vomiting and does have to miss practice, her 
parent must call the coach ASAP so the practice agenda can be adjusted.

Approximate Competitions and Dates: 

A great deal of thought and planning went into the selection of the competitions for the 2010-2011 season. In these uncertain economic 

times we have to keep a sharp eye on family budgetary concerns and still offer competitions that keep the interest of the children and 

their families. When available we have purchased the unlimited spectator passes for competition entry which is a savings of $15 per 

spectator per competition. We have limited the need for overnight hotel stays as MOST of the competitions can be commuted to in a one 

day trip if you so wish. We have added 3 additional competitions for the 2010-2011 season and in comparison to the 

2009-2010 season and the overall cost of the season will be $1000 less than last year.

Tumbling is a huge part of Cheer and if you are looking for extra tumbling instruction you should consider the tumbling camps offered this summer. 

These camps are not required for the cheer teams but are strongly encouraged. You may also wish to enroll in a Tumbling Class or 
Skill Clinics. Class offerings can be found on our website: www.starsandstripeskids.com.  

Do you want to keep up tumbling skills? We offer 3 days of intense tumbling where students are guaranteed to improve. This camp is for ages 5 yrs. 
and older.  

Tumble 1 is specifically structured for the beginning tumbler. Students will learn proper stretching techniques with an emphasis on shoulder flexibility, 
necessary strength training exercises and core tumbling skills including a bridge, handstand, cartwheel and rolls. Skills learned in this class will 
provide a strong base for continued progression. 

Tumble 2 is the second level of the tumbling program. Tumblers will be expected to have a moderate level of flexibility and mastery of beginning 
skills. They will continue to work on improving strength, flexibility and progressing on to such skills as round-offs, front limbers & back walkovers. 

Tumble 3 is offered for tumblers to improve their intermediate level skills while learning advanced tumbling skills. Tumblers will safely learn skills 
such as back handsprings, round-off back handsprings and front walkovers, using effective drills & training tools. 

The Advanced Tumbling class is designed for tumblers to learn and progress their running tumbling passes. A solid round-off back handspring is 
required to participate. Tumblers will have the opportunity to take their tumbling to the next level with knowledgeable instructors to assist gymnasts in 
enhancing their strong elements. Tumblers will work on back handspring series, back tucks and advanced running tumbling combinations.

We have taken the costs that were previously billed for the season in several lump sums amounts (EX. Music, 

Choreography, Competition Fees ECT.) and devised a plan that has been working well with our other competitive 

teams. We will bill ONE lump sum payment of $250 April 1st and the remaining fees will be divided in $61 

installments each month of the season (April-February). It is necessary to charge the initial up front fee as we are 

required to pre register the teams and pay our entry, choreography and music fees several months prior to the 

actual date of the events. We have taken the expenses of the season and subtracted the $250 initial payment and 

divided the remaining balance into $61 installment payments. We implemented this same billing model with our 

other competitive teams and this has allowed families to budget easier since the fees maintain a constant level 

throughout the season. Please understand that these fees are all inclusive and include: Competition entry fees 

(including FREE spectator entry when available), music fees and choreography. We have added 3 additional 

competitions for the 2010-2011 season and in comparison to the 2009-2010 season and the overall cost of the 

season will be more than $1000 less than last year. In years past we have gone to Chicago IL every other year but 

keeping cost in mind we have eliminated the Chicago, IL Competition in the 2010-2011 season and added the
